(Resurrection life now by faith) 

 
      1There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 2For the 
law of the Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin and death. 3For 
God has done what the law, weakened by the flesh, could not do. By sending his own Son 
in the likeness of sinful flesh and for sin, he condemned sin in the flesh, 4in order that the 
righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not according to the 
flesh but according to the Spirit. 5For those who live according to the flesh set their 
minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit set their 
minds on the things of the Spirit. 6For to set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the 
mind on the Spirit is life and peace. 7For the mind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God, 
for it does not submit to God’s law; indeed, it cannot. 8Those who are in the flesh cannot 
please God.

20 So when Martha heard that 
Jesus was coming, she went and met him, but Mary remained seated in the house. 21Martha 
said to Jesus, “Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not have died. 22But even now I 
know that whatever you ask from God, God will give you.” 23Jesus said to her, “Your brother 
will rise again.” 24 Martha said to him, “I know that he will rise again in the resurrection on 
the last day.” 25Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in me, 
though he die, yet shall he live, 26and everyone who lives and believes in me shall never die. 
Do you believe this?” 27She said to him, “Yes, Lord; I believe that you are the Christ, the Son 
of God, who is coming into the world”…  
    38Then Jesus, deeply moved again, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and a stone lay against 
it. 39Jesus said, “Take away the stone.” Martha, the sister of the dead man, said to him, “Lord, 
by this time there will be an odor, for he has been dead four days.” 40Jesus said to her, “Did I 
not tell you that if you believed you would see the glory of God?” 41So they took away the 
stone. And Jesus lifted up his eyes and said, “Father, I thank you that you have heard me. 42 I 
knew that you always hear me, but I said this on account of the people standing around, that 
they may believe that you sent me.” 43When he had said these things, he cried out with a 
loud voice, “Lazarus, come out.” 44 The man who had died came out, his hands and feet 
bound with linen strips, and his face wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them, “Unbind him, 
and let him go.”  
    45 Many of the Jews therefore, who had come with Mary and had seen what he did, 
believed in him, 46but some of them went to the Pharisees and told them what Jesus had 
done. 47So the chief priests and the Pharisees gathered the Council and said, “What are we to 
do? For this man performs many signs. 48If we let him go on like this, everyone will believe 



in him, and the Romans will come and take away both our place and our nation.” 49But one 
of them, Caiaphas, who was high priest that year, said to them, “You know nothing at all. 
50Nor do you understand that it is better for you that one man should die for the people, not 
that the whole nation should perish.” 51He did not say this of his own accord, but being high 
priest that year he prophesied that Jesus would die for the nation, 52and not for the nation 
only, but also to gather into one the children of God who are scattered abroad. 53So from that 
day on they made plans to put him to death.

THE NICENE CREED 
The Council of Nicaea began in June of 325 AD with 250 church bishops gathered together from the entire 

empire. The opening address was delivered by the Roman Emperor Constantine, who advised the delegates to 
put away all strife and discord. The Christian Church regards the resolve and concluding profession of the 
Council of Nicaea (“The Nicene Creed”) as one of the most important events in the history of the Christian 

Church.  It forms an epoch in the history of doctrine, summing up the results of all previous discussions on the 
deity of Christ and the incarnation. You will notice the focused application on the person and work of Jesus in 

the second article of the Creed.

I believe in one God, the Father Almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth, and of all things visible and invisible. 

And in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of His Father 
before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not 

made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom all things were made; who 
for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven; and was incarnate by 

the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary, and was made man; and was crucified also for us 
under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried. And the third day he rose again 
according to the Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of 

the Father. And He will come again with glory to judge both the living and the 
dead, whose kingdom will have no end. 

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and 

glorified, who spoke by the prophets. And I believe in one holy Christian and 
apostolic Church, I acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of sins, and I look 

for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen
